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Organization of Islamic Capitals and Cities

Introductory Facts :

The establishment of the Organization of Islamic Capitals and Cities was approved by
resolution No. (9/9 D) adopted by the Conference of Foreign Ministers of Islamic

Countries held in DAKAR, Senegal, on 17/5/1398H (24/4/1978), Makkah

al-Mukarramah has been chosen to be the headquarter of the Organization. The draft
of the statute of the Organization was approved by the Conference of Foreign Ministers
of Islamic Countries held in Fas, Moracco on 10/6/1399 H. corresponding to
8/5/1979.

The Organization was officially established on 12/3/1400 H. Corresponding to
30/1/1980, by the resolutions adopted by the First General Conference of the Organi-
zation held in Makkah al-Mukarramah where the statute of the Organization was
approved and when the Administrative Council and the General Secretary were
deputed. 4

The headquarter of the Organization is located in Makkah and the General Seretariat is
located in Jeddah. |

Membership is opened to all the Capitals of the member States of the Islamic Confe-
rence Organization. Makkah al-Mukarramah, Madinah al-Munawarah and al-Quds
al-Sharif are permanent members due to their holy status, Membeship in the Organiza-
tion of Islamic Capitals and Cities is opened to a maximum number of eight cities from
every Islamic Country in addition to the member Capital City.

The Organization is not involved in any political activity what so ever and will not inte-
fere in the political afairs of any member state of the Organization.

The total number of the Islamic countries members of the Organization is 46.

Organs of the Organization:

The Organization carries out its functions throughout:

1 — The General Conference.

2 — The Administrative Council.

3 — The General Secretariat.

4 — The Co-operation fund of Islamic Capitals and Cities.

5 — The Centre of Training and Developing of Islamic Capitals and Cities.
6 — Symposiums and Seminars.

1 — The General Conference:

The General Conference is the supreme authority. It defines the goals and draws up
plans and policies of the Organization. It consists of Governors and mayors of the member
Capitals and Cities. It meets in ordinary session once every two years.

2 — The Administrative Council:

The Administrative Council is responsible of following-up and implementing the deci-
sions and recommendations of the General Conference. It draws and prepares plans and
programs to serve the objectives of the Organization. It consists of Makkah al-Mukaramabh,
al-Madinah al-Munawarah and Al-Quds Al-Sharif as permanent members, and eighteen
members to be elected by the General Conference every four years, in addition to the Secre-
tary General of the Organization and the member Capital or City which hosts the session if it
is not a member of the Administrative Council. The Administrative Council meets in ordi-
nary session every six months.

3 — The General Secretariat:

It is the executive organ of the Organization. The Secretary General is elected by the
General Conference for a period of four years which i1s renewable. The General Secretariat
staff directed by the Secretary General carried out all technical, administrative and financial
work of the Organization and reports it to the Administrative Council and the General Con-
ference. The Secretary General represents the Organization in the International meetings,
conferences, symposiums and seminars.

4 — The Co-operation Fund of the Islamic Capitals and Cities:

The Co-operation Fund contributes in financing services maintenance, preservation and
research projects and training session in the municipalities of Islamic World, and if offers
financing to the most needed municipalities according to its regulations.

5 — The Center of Training and Developing the Islamic Capitals and Cities:

The Center which is located in Cairo, Egypt is established in order to train and develop
municipalities in the Islamic Capitals and Cities.

6 — Seminars, Symposiums and Training Sessions:

Seminars and Symposiums are held and training sessions are organized to study topics
which interest the Islamic Capitals and Cities.
