* The Intemational Symposiurn for
Architecture for the Poor orga-
nized by the Center for Planning
and Architectural Studies (CPAS)
was attended by several archi-
tects from all over the world, Sau-
dia Arabia, Syria, Lybia, Tunis, Jor-
dan, Qater, Sudan and Egypt,
also from England, France, Ger-
many, Austria and U.S.A. It was an
occasion for Arab architects to
gather for a noble cause accept-
ing the invitation of the Society for
the Revival of Architecture and
planning Heritage (SRAPH) to
care for the architecture of the
poor and destitute.

* A group of engineers from
CPAS flew to Aden South Yamen
sent by the Center to start the de-
velopment procedure for Educa-
tion College in the city in accor-
dance to the contract for planning
a number of universities and de-
sign of colleges in Sana'a, Taiz
and Al-Houdiada financed by the
International Bank.

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woodless construction programme
has needed to demonstrate a wide
variety of buildings, ranging from sin-
gle domed round shelter, through
combinations of round and rectangu-
lar rooms, to large structures capable
of accommodating offices and exhibi-
tion halls. These in themselves have
produced a range of interesting spa-
tial and roof combinations, many the
result of builders working to see how
vaults and domes can be used to re-
solve their own housing needs and
those of their clients, But perheps
the most important aspect of the ad-
aptation of the woeodless construc-
tion techniques has been in the way
the builders of each different region
have absorbed the vault and dome
system into their own building " vo-
cabulary" and have then applied to it
their own forms of elevation treat-
ment and decoration. In many cases
one can no longer distinguish be-
tween traditional and the new " wood-
less" construction buildings. What
one can clearly distinguish, on the
other hand, is the styles of individual
masons and particularly those who
have become masters in their own
area, already training a first genera-
tion of their own apprentices. These
styles range from the highly decorat-
ed buildings of Youvarou in the Niger
Delta in Mali, to the simple buildings
of master mason Mouloul north of
Agatiez, where the hall-mark is a fine
attention to the detailing of openings
and finishes. The pontential to
achieve personal expression in the
process of "woodless" construction
has encouraged pride in building
amongst the masons, and has been

an impeortant factor in helping the
"woodless" construction techniques
achieve wide popularity in the villages
of Niger, and more recently in Mal.

In effect, the real reward of over a dec-
ade of training, of demonstrating the
technigues, and of listening to local
needs, has been to reach the point
where there are daily a growing num-
ber of spontaneously built houses,
constructed by trained local masons
for their own clients, with no external
technical support or finance. The
"woodless" construction programme
has thus begun to have a real impact
on helping people build decent and
durable houses and local public facili-
ties with resources that they can both
find and afford. This would not have
been possible without athe continu-
ous effort to change and adapt the
techniques to suit the local needs and
conditions, so they become truly used
and appropriated by the builders of
the region.

process of training builders who
would then be working on their onw
in their villages, the 'woodless' con-
struction programme ' has recog-
nised that builders will rarely have the
benefit of a skilled master builder or
technician to guide them, that mis-
takes will be made, and that the struc-
tures and techniques must take this
into account. These considerations
began an ongoing process of adapta-
tion and improvement based on a col-
laboration between the Development
Workshop team and the local builders
involved in training programmes, a
collaboration which has resulted in
solutions genuinely adapted to local
conditions.

In training for example, it was soon
apparent that
(catenary) vaults was unnecessarily
complicated by the absence of a
guide to help ensure the correct hori-
zontal alignment of bricks, and that
popular dissemination of the vault
would be limited unless the builders
could have a sure and accurate meth-
od for drawing out vaults of different
spans and of different heights to
span ratios. To make building straight
vaults easier, horizontal strings were
stretched from one end of the vault
to the other between two supporting
end walls; this in turn lead to the
building of vaults from both ends of a
room and the practice of filling in the
final gap where the two opposing
vaults meet with horizontal courses,
both easy and rapid to lay. This pro-
cess of "infilling" has in turn eliminat-
ed the need to straighten up the
slope of the vaults as they are built
out from the end wall, a process

which was extremely difficult for many
builders.

The programme has also developed a
simple method of using strings to ac-
curately draw the profile of vaults onto
the end wall. The result of developing
these aids to learning has been that
whilst in the early years in Niger many
builders were reluctant to use vaults
and favoured domes, this is no longer
the case, and most masons feel-as
happy with either technique.
Modifications have also been intro-
duced in order to accommodate local
building practices thus allowing the
"new" techniques a better chance of
being disseminated. For example,
from the outset training stressed the
importance of good bonding in the
brickwork of walls to ensure that the
structure could support the forces ex-
erted by the roof, To this end the pro-
gramme for many years promoted the
use of a modular earth block measur-
ing approximately 40 x 18 x 15 centi-
metres (allowing good masonry with
headers and stretchers). But this wall
building brick does not match the
popular brick sizes of the Sahel, more
commonly non-modular and measur-
ing about 36 x 22 x 11 centimetres,
which on a 36 centimetre wall are al-
ways laid as headers. Recognizing
that in reality more people would build
with this non-modular brick, the pro-
gramme has worked with builders to
ensure that they can achieve accepta-
ble and safe brick bonding patterns.
The result is that on small buildings
masons are building better with a lo-
cally familiar "bonding" pattern and
brick than they would do with the
technically "better" modular brick.

the way vaults are drawn and built.

Rainfall is, perhaps surprisingly, also a
major consideration in the Sahel. Al-
though the area is extremely arid,
rainstorms when they do come are in-
variably violent, and unless care has
been taken , earth structures can be
seriously eroded in a short period.
The angular junctions between a
dome a wall parapet, and the steep
"valleys" between vaults which are
possible in the arid climate of Egypt
cause problems in the Sahel for water
run-off. Thus the profile of roofs and
the infilling between domes and
vaults has needed to be treated with
more rounded forms that avoid sud-
den changes of slope or sharp
changes in roof thickness, the latter
also provoking differences in thermal
expansion. Experience gained over
has helped local builders see how
best to "sculpt” the roof shape to en-
sure quick but smooth evacuation or
rain water towards wide water spouts
which throw rain water. Well aware of
the fact that one cannot simply trans-
fer a design or technology from one
country to another; potential solu-
tions must be adapted to the local
context, and in many cases the pro-
cess of adaption will require consider-
able time.

Cultural integration:

These and many other minor techni-
cal innovations are gradually helping
to develop a system of using vault
and dome roofing well adapted to the
physical conditions of the Sahel. But
the Sahel is also a region with many
distinct cultures, social patterns and
specific styles of architecture and
decoration. This has meant that the



Adapting a time honoured roofing technique to meet the contem-
porary needs and new local conditions:
The case of the " Woodless " roofing programme in Niger and Mali

This paper presents a case study of
the introduction of " Woodless " roofs
(ie. Nubian vaults and domes) to Niger
and Mali. It considers the important
role thatl adaptation and evolution of
architectural forms and structural de-
tails have played in making these
techniques - previously unknown in
the area - widely popular amongst the
local rural builders of the Sahel. In-
deed they are now locally perceived
and used today as a genuinely viable
solution to the increasing difficulty of
finding affordable materials for roof-
ing. In this respect the spirit of the
"woodless " construction programme
in the Sahel, originating in 1980 and
with ongoing activities programmed
up to 1998, is directly in keeping with
HAssan Fathy's philosophy, which
the author was privileged to learn at
first hand through working with him in
Egypt and Oman in the early 1970's.

A problem of resources - survi-
val and supply

Vault and dome roofing techniques
were introduced by Development
Workshop into Niger in 1980 at the re-
quest of a small NGO, ISAID. The re-
quest came in response to the recog-
nition of two growing problems in the
region: (1) The consumption of wood,
branches and grasses in building is a
major factor in the depletion of natural
resources and contributory factor in '
desertification ', and (2) that the in-
habitants of the Sahel face increasing
difficulties as these organic materials
habitually used for building either dis-
appear or become prohibitively ex-
penses.

Throughout the Sahel, species of tim-
ber that have tradtionally been used
for the main structure of flat earth and

timber roofs, such as the doum palm,
are now difficult to find or afford. In
some cases where supplies were
available close by twenty years ago,
people now have to travel many tens
of kilometres to find similar disappear-
ance of certain species in some areas.
for the population this has meant turn-
ing instead to alternative species, of-
ten less durable or less well adapted
to their needs. A vicious circle is creat-
ed, as the quality of wood deterio-
rates, the rate at which it has to be re-
placed increases. Builders north of
Mopti, Mali, complain that the only
wood they could afford has to be re-
placed after one or two years, and in
many cases the tree trunks are so
short that room width has to problem
has occurred for women in building

be reduced to two and a half or three
meters wide. A similar their traditional
round shelters in Northern Niger,
where the cereal stems, and tree
roots that have mainly been used are
now very difficult to obtain, and where
the potential through training to use
the accessible alternative local materi-
al of traditional earth blocks - typicaily a
male skill - has been received with en-
thusiasm. These difficulties (of finding
wood and organic materials for build-
ing) extend from the simplest shelter
right through to the construction of
government facilities, but it is primarily
fo the poorest amongst the private
sector that the "woodless " construc-
tion effort has been addressed.

A choice of suitable roofing
techniques

In 1980, vaults and domes using un-
stabilized and uncompressed earth
bricks seemed an obvious potential
solution to the apparent problem in
Niger, Nevertheless it was necessary

1o choose techniques which could
be easily transferred into the local
building 'vocabulary' of Sahelian vil-
lages. Development Workshep, with
many years of experience of building
with a wide range of Iranian vault and
dome techniques and having worked
with Hassan Fathy in 1972 and 1973
and built with the Nubian vault and
dome techniques in Egypt, selected
the latter primarily because of the
greater simplicity and safety with
which the Nubian techniques can be
learnt by unskilled masons. During
the first training programme in au-
fumn 198e, techniques of vault and
dome constructiocn were shown to lo-
cal builders in the area of Chikal, Fi-
lingue, in Niger. Both the preliminary
demonstration structures and the
small literacy centre that was built at
the time closely adhered in style and
technigue to basic rules of Nubian
vault and dome construction, much
as had been used in New Gourna
and other projects in Egypt in the
preceding years.

Technical Adaptation:

However, in Niger from the outset it
became clear that if the techniques
were to be learnt efficiently and safe-
ly, and if they were to suit the climate
and soils of the different parts of Ithe
Sahel, modifications would be need-
ed both in how the techniques were
taught, in the form of the structures
themselves and in the way they were
built. As well, one needed to take
into account that here there were
new masons learning in a matter of
weeks to build with techniques which
in traditional use in Egypt (and Iran)
have been passed slowly down
through generations of builders and
apprentices.

The World around Hassan Fathy's Philosophy

for Architecture for the Poor.

All worlds' experts gathered in the International symposium on the Philosophy
of Hassan Fathy, the symposium was organized by the Society for the Revival
of Architecture and Planning Heritage (SRAPH) in corporation with the Center
for Planning and Architectural Studies (CPAS) during the 20-22 Aoril 1993 on
the occasion of presenting the 1992 International Award of Hassan Fathy for
Architecture for the Poor won by Auroville Building Center for Information and
Reception in India. They gathered with a good will to continue what Hassan Fa-
thy had started in his writings about Architecture for the Poor. The gathering
was in Egypt the mother land of Hassan Fathy and from where his message
had started to every part of the world to win the respect and honouring of all
the international organizations involved. This symposium was not to commem-
orate Hassan Fathy's philosophy but it was rather an invitation to care for the
poor who could not find shelter or work and Hassan Fathy was the symbol for
this ethical perception... a symbol for the context not just the form. This sym-
posium was also the link between his ideology and the authorities, as the rec-
ommendations of this symposium were endorsed by the Egyptian Minister of
Housing. Hassan Fathy didnot get support or any positive attitude from the au-
thorities for his invitation for Architecture for the Poor but all those who were
aware of his noble intentions gathered from all parts of the world and crganized
Hassan Fathys Scociety for Architecture for the poor.
Experts from Germany, Austria, U.S.A., England and India met with experts
and architects from Syria, Lybia, Tunis, Sudan, Saudi Arabia, Qatar, Jordan and
Egypt and planned to undertake this mission that Hassan Fathy had started
half a century ago.
The symposium achieved its scientific objectives, to find the mechanism by
which we can transfer Hassan Fathy's concept from the theortical and experi-
mental phase into a national policy saving the rights of the poor and providing
them with shelter and worlk. The symposium urged on using the " Zakah "
money obligatory donation from moslem's money) as a source to finance
housing for the poor by which social equilibrium can be fulfilled as recom-
mened by Islam. From a scientific perspective there was a call to construct Has-
san Fathy's Institute for Architecture for the Poor which will ensure qualified ar-
chitects, specialists and technicians whom will help the majority of the poor
residents that were forgotten by architects during their search for the materia-
listic needs. Appropriate Building Technology will be the method to house the
poor and the main principle of this wide sector of people architecture.
We also have to construct institutes for the destitute and the homless to teach
them how to build their own residential units and provide them with local mate-
rials and methods of appropriate construction similar to Auroville Building Cen-
ter in India, the winner of Hassan Fathy's award.
The symposium succeeded in fulfilly some of its objectives to present Has-
san Fathy's philosophy to the authorities (decision maters) and get their sup-
port, to enrich public awarness and pave the way to continue on spreading
Hassan Fathy's philosophies and applying it through charity societies and non-
governmental organizations. Some may disagree with Hassan Fathy's meth-
ods of construction but no one can disagree with his message towards build-
ing for the poor by any available material or constructional method, no matter
what the method is as long as it will fulfill the ethical objective of and the human
needs of the poor.
Linking Hassan Fathy's name to Architecture for the poor is only a symbol for
what he wrote, but the main issue is the context that has to be perceived by
the moslem architects inorder to achieve a genuine Islamic Architecture that
provides social equilibrium and human solidarity. Yet those professionals are
still attracted to the forms and inherited architectural elements, it is about time
to return to the Islamic context principles, and human values not just in building
for the poor but also for the rich to find the social and economic equilibrium be-
tween the two categories achieving Islamic moderity.
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
